TECHNOLOGY AND
e-LEARNING

We use the most up-to-date technology within the
School to give our students the best access and
enhance their learning capacity. The use of
Interactive Whiteboard technology, upgraded WI-FI,
computers, scanners, iPads, digital cameras and
wireless internet access is incorporated into the
curriculum. Computers are located in all areas for
presenting work and commmunicating and accessing
information.

Our Primary School students also have access to
iPads for use within classrooms to broaden their
learning experience through a range of activities

and use of Apps.

The Secondary School students have access to the
Bring Your Own Device (BYOD) program. The BYOD
program features a Virtual Desktop Infrastructure
(VDI) that is managed by the School. The VDl is a
desktop deployment model that streamlines new
user setup, simplifies BYOD operation and provides
greater flexibility for network connected devices.

As an eSmart school, we deliberately target
opportunities both within the curriculum and
wellbeing programs across the school that teach
the children about being safe and responsible digital
citizens.

At Hume Anglican Grammar we are proactive in
our curriculum and ICT planning and work
collaboratively with our parents to give our students
the skills to use these resources responsibly and
safely.

Years 7 and 8

These include Forensic
Science, Science, Technology,
Engineering, Mathematics (STEM),
Media Studies, Outdoor Education
and many more.
